1. The general context of the Award:

respect among nations and peoples. ff dialogue and media aimed at disseminating facts and
enlightening public opinion provide an atmosphere of peaceful coexistence among nations and
peoples, then they will also contribute to reducing hatred and racial discrimination.

1 is nated that hatred speech is escalating in our world today in a frightening way, despite
the great efforts that have been made during the past three decades, in the field of intercultural
dislogue and the aliance of civilizations. Therefore, the situation has shifted from joint action to
promote these |ofty values and Ideals to cooperation in confronting this abhorrent phenomenon,
which spreads discourse of hatred as well as refiglous and ethnic racisim, in a way that violates
intemational peace and security. Haired speech has spread widely across the media, and is
mosily targeting immigrasts, religious minorties, and certain cuftures, where focus is on getting
rid of them, intimidating and disdaining them. This kind of raclal discrimination and hatred of
the other, as much as It stokes feelings of hostility and hatred, is one of the reasons for fueling
intercuitural collision and conficts among civilizations, as well as undermining the efforts to
consolidate values of coexistence and tolerance.

abuse o the right of others having their religious being respected and cultural idlosyncrasies
being heeded to Promde the values of peace, security, and, coexistence. The human rights
treaty body, for example, places restrictions on freedom of opinion and expression through the
media, ¥ & continues to infringe on the private life of individuals of tries to harm the security of
states, or public order, with its various social and economic components, or when it dares to
nclte and encowrage all kinds of racism and hatred. These restrictions, which are celebrated
by international human rights and international informatics law, have become by consensus
imperative that shouid nat be violated.

&k has also necessary to educate advocacy and medla Institutions about the negative
efiects of hale in societies, enable preachers and media professionals to poSsess the
best techniques and siiis for hate speech analysls, produce alternative medla contents that
urge sodiety members to become fully convinced with the values of coexistence, the importance
of tolerance and resped for others. The role of Da'wah and the Media will also be effective and
infisential in fostering coexistence and confronting hate when these means, in their traditional.
and new form, introduce different cultures, traditions and bellefs to eliminate stersotypes that
reinforce hate aitfiides within the media.
